A – Gain Control Knob

1 – Noise Reduction Switch – Turn to the left to reduce the noise floor, mainly on higher gain settings. On lower gain setting some gating will occur. 

2 – True Bypass Footswitch

Other controls include an internal clean blend knob. Adjust this knob to blend in the original clean signal to your liking, fully counterclockwise is all effected signal, fully clockwise is all clean signal. You have to go past halfway (clockwise) to start blending in the clean signal.

On lower gain settings using the noise reduction will result in less sustain. If more sustain is wanted, try using the clean blend to mix in some of the original signal.

Power with a 9V battery or 9V DC power supply (negative center pin), such as the Visual Sound 1 Spot. 

The ¼ inch jack next to the DC power jack is the INPUT. Unplug this jack when not in use to preserve battery power.
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
