A – Gain Control – Used in Fatman (distortion mode) to control gain, inactive in V2 (oscillating fuzz mode).

B – Volume Control – Controls overall volume level.

C – Frequency Control Knob– Used in V2 to control pitch of oscillator (Oscillator Control Selector must be in up position).

1 – Oscillator Control Selector – Selects whether the V2 oscillator is controlled by the Frequency Control Knob (C) or the Light Sensor (3), when in the Lead mode.

2 - Bypass Footswitch – Bypasses effect, and turns LED indicator off.

3 – Light Sensor – Waive foot or hand over this sensor for control of the oscillator, when in V2 mode (Oscillator Control Selector must be in down position).

4 – Mode Selector Footswitch – Selects between V2 (oscillating fuzz) and Fatman (distortion). When the Fatman effect is selected the LED indicator will be green. When the V2 effect is selected the LED indicator will be red.

Other controls include an internal clean blend knob. Adjust this knob to blend in the original clean signal to your liking, fully counterclockwise is 100% effected signal, you have to go past halfway to start blending in the clean signal.

On lower gain Fatman settings there will be less sustain. If more sustain is wanted, try using the clean blend to mix in some of the original signal.

Power with a 9V battery or 9V DC power supply (negative center pin), such as the Visual Sound 1 Spot. When battery is low the oscillator pitch will start to drop.

The ¼ inch jack next to the DC power jack is the INPUT. Unplug this jack when not in use to preserve battery power.
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
